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Commencement Plans

Toledo — Commencement will be held on Friday, May 7, 2021 at Our Lady Queen of the Most Holy Rosary Cathedral. Associate and Certificate
candidates for graduation will participate in the 1pm ceremony along with their guests. Baccalaureate and Master candidates for graduation will
participate in the 4pm ceremony along with their guests. Candidates for graduation (in full regalia) and their guests should come to the cathedral fully
outfitted to participate in the commencement ceremony. You and your guests will be escorted to a reserved pew. Your honor cord, (if applicable),
diploma or certificate and master hood will be placed in the pew. Hand sanitizer and Mercy College masks will be provided in the pews although all
participants and their guests must be wearing a mask upon entry to the Cathedral. A photographer will be at the Cathedral to take pictures and
depending on the COVID numbers at the time, the candidates for graduation will proceed to the front of the church with diploma in hand to have
their picture taken with the College President and Chair of the Board of Trustees. A second picture will be taken (only) with the graduate at a separate
location in the Cathedral. Once both photographs are taken the graduate will return to their seat.

A soloist will be present at the ceremony and we ask that all participants and their guests refrain from singing during the ceremony.

At the conclusion of the ceremony each family will be escorted from the Cathedral to avoid a mass exodus.

We thank you for your patience and understanding and look forward to a safe and healthy commencement ceremony for everyone.
